During the Advocacy and Regulatory portion of
the meeting, the board approved three new policy
positions:

Lead Paint: The EPA must not move forward to
issue regulations on lead-based paint in commercial
buildings absent credible health studies, undertaken
in commercial building settings, which determine
there is a known or imminent public health
emergency. Furthermore, EPA must also consider
the impact that any lead-based paint regulations will
have regarding energy efficiency and water
conservation retrofits in commercial buildings.

Stormwater: BOMA International believes: (1)
developed land, as a category, is not a point source
under the Clean Water Act; (2) EPA has no
authority to regulate impervious surfaces; (3)
releases into municipal separate storm sewer
systems (MS4s) are not discharges into waters of the
U.S.; and (4) for properties where runoff is
channelized and discharged into a water of the U.S.,
EPA has not met the statutory prerequisites
necessary to exercise any regulatory authority over
such discharges.

Building Star: BOMA International supports
legislation, such as the Building Star Energy
Efficiency Act of 2010 (S. 3079; H.R. 5476), that
would provide rebates and financing programs for
energy efficiency retrofits to existing buildings.
However, BOMA International believes that the
application of Davis-Bacon prevailing wage and
paperwork requirements to the bill diminishes its
value and the cost of compliance would outweigh
the benefits provided.

Good News, Bad News....

Nationwide, membership is down - but not as
much as was forecast.  And while we’ve enjoyed a
two year hiatus from the normal cpi dues increase,
the Board authorized an increase for 2011.  This is
due, in no small part, to concern over what will
come from Capitol Hill as government scrambles
for new sources of revenue.  

Great networking opportunities were provided at
venues such as the Queen Mary and the World
Trade Center Opening party.

Kevin Clarke was happy to
be on hand to personally
accept the BOMA 360

Point.  Of course, he was
also happy to have his
lovely wife Cindy with him!

Green Tip: Wasted Water

Any building manager with a few years experience
has been through this in some form.  A major leak
/ damage / collapsed ceiling is reported.  At some
point during the repair a tenant or employee -
residential or commercial - will say “Oh, that’s
been leaking for months.”

Be aware of water.  Ask tenants, as well as
maintenance staff to report small leaks before they
cause major damage. 

Check outside as well.  Where practical, sweep
sidewalks, driveways and
parking areas instead of
hosing them off.  Do you
have sprinklers that are
watering your sidewalks? 
Not only does this waste
water, it creates a slip-and-
fall hazard, and it adds to the
runoff problem.

Citizens as First Responders 
Safety Tip Courtesy of AlliedBarton Security

Emergency situations and disasters can take many
forms. Hurricanes, floods, fires, earthquakes, car
accidents and missing persons situations are not just
the makings of television news stories. These events
can occur at any time. The first responders to an
accident or emergency often are not trained
professionals but citizens and community members
who are already on the scene.

Your life and the lives of others may depend on
your ability to respond during an emergency
situation. As a first responder to an emergency or
accident scene, you may be the only one to provide
information and assistance until the authorities
arrive.

A first responder must ensure their own safety

before helping others, but the following actions
can help you manage the situation if you are the
first on the scene of an emergency or disaster:

• Observe: First evaluate the situation. Are
there injured individuals? Fallen power
lines? Physical damage to nearby buildings
or other structures? In addition to assessing
the situation, you need to identify any
potential dangers to you or other
responders as a result of the emergency. 

• Call for help: Do not assume that someone
else will call the authorities. Call
immediately and share your observations.
Also, ask others in the area for help –
especially if there are injured persons
involved. 

• If caring for a victim, remember A, B, C, D 
Airway : Make sure the individual’s airway
is open and unimpaired. 
Breathing: Is the victim breathing? 
Circulation : Does the victim have a pulse?
Are they bleeding? 
Delicate: Be careful. Any mishandling of
the neck or lower back after impact or
injury can cause significant problems. 

• Stay calm: In order to help the situation and
assist those involved, you need to remain
calm, make rational decisions and stay
focused.

• Secure the area: If you have located an
injured person or discovered a dangerous
situation, you will want to secure the area.
If possible, direct traffic or pedestrians
away from the area and protect the injured. 

• Prepare for emergency crews: Do not leave
the area. Make sure there is ample room for
emergency vehicles to arrive. This might
mean directing traffic or moving debris. 

• Gather information: Ask witnesses to stay
and give a report to authorities. Ask injured
persons to give their names. Provide as
much information as you can to emergency
crews.

BOMI Course Proves Ethical Behavior is
an Environmental Responsibility
BOMI International has announced that the U.S.
Green Building Council (USGBC) has approved
BOMI’s Ethics Is Good Business® ShortCourse™,
for six GBCI CE hours toward the LEED®
Credential Maintenance Program.

Ethics is the 10th BOMI International course that
the USGBC has approved in recent months. The
course is geared toward teaching that maintaining
high ethical standards in the facilities management
business can reduce costs.

Ethics culminates in a discussion of the triple
bottom line—balancing financial performance,
sustainability, and corporate social
responsibility—proving that practicing ethical
behavior on the job can affect a company fiscally,
environmentally, and socially.

Justice Department Issues Final Rule
Revising ADA Regulations
The U. S. Department of Justice (DOJ) has
amended its regulations implementing Title III of
the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), which
applies to commercial buildings and public
accommodations. This is the first comprehensive
revision since the 1991 ADA Accessibility
Guidelines (ADAAG) went into effect.

In making this change, DOJ adopted standards
contained in the U. S. Access Board’s 2004
ADA/ABA Accessibility Guidelines impacting a
broad array of commercial building types. The new
standards address a variety of building elements,
including new requirements for restrooms, reach
ranges, sales and service counters, employee work
spaces, telephones and stairways. 

BOMA and its industry coalition partners were
successful in securing major concessions in the
revised regulations for the commercial real estate
industry on the two major issues that facilitate a
less problematic and more cost-effective transition
to the new rules. 

The first is a broad “grandfather” clause that
exempts all building elements that were
constructed or altered in compliance with the 1991
rules. This grandfather exemption is in effect until
those elements are subject to a planned alteration
and also applies to the “path of travel” to an altered
area. The second is the inclusion of a reasonable
time within which to comply with the new rules.
The revised regulations do not become effective
until six months after July 27, 2010 but are not
mandatory for new construction and alterations
and barrier removal until 18 months after
publication. During the period from late January,
2011 and January 2012, projects may be designed
and constructed in compliance with the current
ADAAG (1991 regulations) or the revised 2010
regulations.

A more comprehensive review of the details of the
new ADA regulations is under development by the
BOMA staff and will be available on the BOMA
website (www.boma.org) soon. For more
information, contact Ron Burton or visit the DOJ’s
ADA webpage.
