Pittsburgh was featured at the Emergency
Preparedness Committee with a report on ous
G-20 activities.

BOMA has expanded the 7-Point
Environmental Challenge to vendors, to help
them partner with buildings to save energy.

Overall revenue was down 14%, but we will
still have a positive $91,000 bottom line.
